IAC34 Scholarship is on track for presentation at the Ohio Aerobatic Open.

Eight applications are being reviewed by the Scholarship Committee members; Gordon, Emerson and Jeff. Guidelines
for determining recipient were discussed. The recipient of the 2007 scholarship will be announced at the Saturday night
banquet during the trophy presentations. Raffle: $315 has been collected to date towards the scholarship.

David Clark has donated a headset valued at $300. The board made the decision to add the headset as a raffle item
toward the scholarship. Tickets for the drawing of the headset may be purchased at the contest.

Ohio Aerobatic Open

A - There is no assistant CD for 2007 at this point. No one has come forward to take the position. The original hope was
that someone would be assistant CD this year with an eye on being able to be the CD for the 2008 contest, since
Gordon’s schedule is uncertain with his junior captain position and on-call status at work.

The board members discussed the CD job and what it really means to be CD at our contest. Generally, the CD is in
charge of a lot of the pre-planning of the contest — which includes things like;

-obtaining the contest waiver, -securing the sanction and contest insurance
-contacting vendors for lunches and dinners, -soliciting businesses for sponsorship

-advertising the contest to local FBO's, EAA chapters and flight schools
-recruiting key volunteers, -providing PR to local newspaper and radio stations

-setting up contest amenities; snacks, water, ice, porta-potty, etc.
However, at our contest, most of those items are taken care of by the chapter Secretary and President. The CD for the
Ohio Aerobatic Open is mostly in charge of the contest itself — onsite trouble shooting, being there for the contest jury,
and keeping things running smoothly. In general, being the figurehead of the operation for the duration of the contest
itself.

B - Preparation for the 2007 contest going well. Final details are being completed.

- Most all the key volunteer positions have been filled and the Volunteer Coordinator, Nancy Wright will fill the rest of the
spots on-site during the contest.

-Meals are planned;
Lunches — Thursday — sandwiches, Friday and Saturday — food by Barry’s Perch and More.

Dinners — Thursday — out to local restaurant, Friday — Free Pizza in the hangar, Saturday — Catered Banquet
served in the hangar.

-We have 18 pilots pre-registered at this point. Expectation is for a total of 40.

-New FBO Manager — Richard (Rick) Belford. Gordon has made contact with the new FBO manager. Rick is interested
in keeping things running as they have in the past.

Strategic vision for the club was discussed. Items to be considered for the direction of the club are,
1) expanding the educational component of our club
2) making more of a connection with flight schools.

Dayton Air Show. Lorrie continues to be involved in the planning with the Greater Dayton EAA group for the static aircraft
display and booth space. Jeff Granger will be bringing his Extra 300L for the static display and work in the booth. Patty
Anderson has volunteered to work in the booth one day as well.
