From an open letter written in 2000 by former
IAC34 member, Elgin Wells Jr. we learn the following:

“It is my understanding that Ken Hadden found “The Finger” at a garage sale, and inspired by Sebring’s “Bozo

Award” immediately spotted its potential as a symbol of (destruction) distinction.
Since the London, Ohio contest in 1992, which was my father's and my very first
contest, the pilot or volunteer who displayed the most colorful approach to our sport
has been the recipient of this dubious honor. The only upside to receiving it,
though, is that you get to pass it along to the next deserving “victim“ the following
year. | understand that “B.K.” Howard forgot to bring it back one year and was
allowed to keep the honor for TWO Years!
Legend has it that Lisa Weaver was the first recipient of the “Fickle Finger of
Flying” when, acting as a Chief Judge, she was handling the “Pilot Recall Smoke
Grenade” and after accidentally igniting it, promptly threw it upwind, causing the
Judges’ station to be engulfed in smoke for quite awhile.
Last year (1999), Dick Packer passed the torch to me. While | was acting as
Safety Pilot, the sunroof of my Father's Decathlon shattered in the middle of a “spilt
S” and we had to land, so | was zeroed as a Safety Pilot and Dick awarded me “the
Finger”. The fact that, after landing, we taxied in front of the Judge’s stand with me
standing up and waving out the gaping hole in the top of the airplane had nothing to do with it.... By the way, Dick
declined to tell me what he did to earn it the year before.

So, it is with a tear in my eye that | bid farewell to this icon of buffoonery, once my most treasured possession,
and hope that someone, possibly more deserving than I, will do something colorful enough to earn this great honor.

In a previous writings | have lamented feeling disconnected with our aviation
past. | came to the sport of aerobatics relatively recently, even though | have
been flying for many years. This disconnected feeling was intensified by
attending the Curtis Pitts memorial held at Sun-N-Fun in April (2006). So many
people had been afforded the chance to know him as a person. At least | can
placate myself somewhat by learning more about him, and seeing how the sport
would be very different without him.

However, as | studied Curtis Pitts many other names came up. These were
names that | did not know (but should), or they were names that the aerobatic
people around me did not know. Part of the problem, as our Bruce Johnson
says, is the nature of a hobby. Most people stay in a hobby about 5 to 7 years,
and then slowly gravitate to something else. In the case of hobbies like our
aerobatic sickness people eventually move onto something less expensive as
mortgages and children and life intervene. The institutional memory is not
passed on to the new people.

The other part of the problem is there is not a lot written on these people. As an
aviation enthusiast since childhood | can name most of the top combat aces in
four wars as well as some of the race pilots from the 30’s era and tell a little bit
about them. Our American aerobatic champions and innovators have done as
much as the aces without the might and money of a nation behind them, yet they
are mostly unknown to us. We at Chapter 34 are going to remedy that by
showing a history time line on all of the coming newsletters, and also by
featuring articles on some of our greats.

In the film “Threshold” one of the Blue Angels said something that has stuck with
me. | am paraphrasing, but roughly he said that many fine teams have gone
before us, and many fine teams will come after us. It is the tradition of the whole
thing that inspires us, and we want to be part of that tradition. We want to be
good enough to be part of that long line. In the following histories we are
revealing our aerobatic tradition, and | have found that it is a rich tradition.

Remember, most of our champions and innovators are not supermen or
superwomen. They were fairly normal people that had some raw talent
(potential energy), which is nothing when unharnessed, and through dogged
persistence turned it into a refined, precise aerobatic ability (kinetic energy). My
hope is that you will identify with them and be inspired by them.

Mary Gaffaney had the fire in her belly to be a champion, but apparently you
would never know it to look at her. These are the words of the great Gordon
Baxter who, in the July 1972 issue of Flying Magazine, said the following;

“Mary Gaffaney is sweet and gentle and 46 years old and looks like she ought to
be cutting out biscuits to win a Pillsbury bake-off instead of being the winner -
five times in row — of the women'’s national aerobatic title and holder of the gold
medal for the women’s world championship.”

Baxter wrote these words and those that follow right before the US team went to
Salon de Provence, France to eventually win the 1972 Men'’s World
Championship, the Women’s World Championship, and the Team World

Championship. They also won in an American aircraft, the Pitts Special S1S.
The gold medal in the World Championship that Baxter spoke of was for one of
the individual events in the 1970 World Championship in Hullavington, United
Kingdom, where Mary placed third overall.

Again, from Mr. Baxter's’ article; “Well, she is a competitor. Not just a
competitor, but also the diamond-hard stuff of which world champions are
made: practice, dedication, practice, self-confidence and practice. She likes it.
She’d have to, or she wouldn’t do it. She likes the fame, the excitement, and
the roar of the crowd. She didn'’t say this, of course; to do so would be to break
the code of American heroes. But the trophy-case wall of her office says
something, and the wall of autographed plane-side photos of other members of
this most exclusive club says something, and the replica of the Hullavington
gold medal fixed to the side of her Pitts is very tribal.”

“If Mary Gaffaney had never met Curtis Pitts or gotten an airplane bottoms up,
she could still take her place in the high aerie of aviation’s loftiest spires. She
has her ATR (Air Transport Rating, nhow called the Air Transport Pilot license) —
the PhD of flying — in singles, multi and helicopters. She has here masters in
instruments, commercial, flight instructor, seaplanes, gliders, box kites, rubber
bands, paper darts, all of it. And the omnipotent FAA has laid hands upon her
and vested her as a designee and holy examiner in five categories. A gathering
of all the senior pilots in this land with such credentials would hardly crowd the
ballroom of your local Holiday Inn.”

In the above paragraphs | like that practice is mentioned so many times.
Mentors who have advised me in my aerobatic career have all said that one’s
amount of success in aerobatics is directly proportional to the amount of fuel
that goes through one’s fuel injectors. For myself and for those that | have
observed | have found this to be quite true. For the champions it is true in
spades.

As a young man | was transfixed by the stories of the great combat aces and
gutsy bomber pilots, and | aspired to be like them. Later | became an airline
captain and instructor, and in that capacity taught many women captains. They
were all very talented and did well, so | always had good experiences in that
regard, but | always wondered who inspired them. Patty Wagstaff had not
started her rise to fame yet, so there wasn't a lot printed about heroic female
pilots except for maybe Amelia Earhart, and none of us at that time knew about
Mary Gaffaney.

Researching this article was difficult because there is not much written about
her. All the web searches of anything printed about her just gave her name and
the year that she was a champion, or they alluded to her in many glider articles
but didn’t say much more. There is probably something about her in Bud
Davissons Pitts Special book, but it is out of print and | don’t want to pay
$260.00 to $300.00 on Amazon for one. | just happened to have the 1972
Flying article about the US team prior to the World Championship because it
came with the Pitts S1 project | just bought!! There is an out of print book about
her, which | have ordered, but it did not come in by press time. | would like to
print a later article about her with anything sent to us by all of you. Learning
about her has made me want to know more.
