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From the time he was 14 or 15 his dad would
send him out with the ROF (Retired Old Farts) Club
to make sure the airplane came back in one piece.
Apparently there was a couple of older gentlemen
that Forrest’s dad didn’t trust with the airport rental.

Forrest Barber regaled IAC34 members with sto-
ries about the Good Old Days of IAC34 and some of
the stupid stuff he used to do when he was young
enough not to know better.

When it came to history of the club, Forrest
pointed out that the running of the club wasn’t that

different, with the officers committing themselves to a 2 year term of service. One of the biggest obsta-
cles for the group in the 1980’s was finding an airport where they could hold a contest more than one
consecutive year in a row before getting thrown out. One year, while getting ready for a contest which
was held in Wadsworth, the group was slapped with an injunction to stop flying on the Friday night be-
fore the contest was to begin on Saturday morning. Apparently the neighbors didn't like the noise any
more then than they do today... Fortunately for the contest, Forrest was still serving as a police ser-

geant and called on a local judge to give the injunction a continuance until the following Monday. By
that time, the contest was flown and the club members were back home.

In one of the early years the club had a bit of trouble with the aerobatic box dimensions. When they
were first getting started they didn’t know what they were doing and got an old rulebook, which showed
the dimensions as 3300x2600. So, they set up a box and flew it that way. When Forrest went to an-
other contest he was flying his sequence very tight and one of the judges asked him why he flew that

way. Of course, they figured
out the problem when
Forrest told the judge the
dimensions of his practice
box and the judge told him
the new rulebook had the
correct dimensions of
3300x3300~

The club would often end
up at a new location for a
contest and have trouble
setting up the ground mark-
ers. Once in the box they
would then had trouble even
seeing the markers they
had placed. So they would
fly their sequence by keep-
ing an eye on the judge’s
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line and hoped they were in the right area.

In the 1980’s some of the club members also
showed creativity. They developed a judging device
made out of fishing line, which enabled them to sit
behind it and “see” vertical, horizontal and 45 de-
gree lines flown by the competitors.

One of Forrest’'s more memorable experiences at
a contest occurred when he was flying his Clipped
Wing Taylorcraft in the 90's. He had been flying
Sportsman and decided to try Intermediate. Judges
and friends Lisa and Fred Weaver watched him
practice to see if he was doing ok with the se-
guence. During a push, coming out with a speed of
170mph, Forrest heard a whistling noise somewhere
around his plane. Deciding not to take any chances
he flew home, only a couple miles away. After land-
ing he discovered that the leading edge of his wing
had loosened and popped open. He later had the
factory rebuild and repaint the wing.

During the club meeting Forrest played an old
video taken when he was flying airshows. This par-
ticular video was shot in Morgantown WV and
showed him flying his 1946 Clipped Wing Taylor-
craft, Leisa Marie (this aircraft now is owned by

IAC34 member, Mark Ohlinger). The video was
taken by an amateur photographer. During the video
he makes a lot of comments about Forrest’s flying
which indicate the fellow hadn’t seen a lot of air-
shows... “Look at him fly that sucker upside down”
and “wish there was a name for all these maneu-
vers” was a couple of many comments and brought
a few chuckles to the club members.

Forrest flew airshows for 17 seasons and the
most show sites he flew in one season was 17! He
said his show was a, “Grass Roots Aerobatic Air-
show”. His signature maneuver was doing a snap
roll on take-off. Another thing he liked to do at the
end of a show was to do an extremely long slip to a
landing on one wheel, then end the show with a
“bow” - he lifted the tail off the ground.

As far as doing “stupid stuff’ he said he once flew
a 150hp Pitts S1C . One evening not long after his
take off, he did a loop without proper speed, the
plane got slow, he thought he’d fall out of it, but the
plane had other ideas and did a 1/2 snap to upright
and took him out of it.

Forrest’s recommended aerobatic reading;
Bill Kirshner’s, “Basic Aerobatics” and Duane Cole’s,
“Conquest of Lines & Symmetry”.

And final words of wisdom from Forrest, “There
are only four aerobatic figures—Loop, Roll, Spin and
Hammerhead. Everything else is just a combination
of those four things.”
