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Flying with MS

Flying is not what we do. Itis who we are. The love
of flying and the desire to keep doing it makes us alive and
can be a tremendous motivator. My mother and my father-
in-law have Parkinson's’ Disease. As one who has had to
go along with my mother through this radical change in life
direction | was already primed to be affected by an article
about flying with MS. It really made me think about what |
would do to keep flying. It also made me think about how
flying can be the motivator for adapting and overcoming a
devastating diagnosis.

Meg Godlewski’s article in the February '09 issue of General Aviation News, “Overcoming MS
and Fulfilling a Dream,” is about Tim Garrett. He grew up around airplanes, became an aeronautical en-
gineer, and got his Private Pilots License in 1983. Then, according to Godlewski, “Around 1987 Garrett
began to experience humbness on one side of his body. At just 27, he was diagnosed with Multiple Scle-
rosis (MS), a chronic neurological disease with no cure.” Obviously the diagnosis was devastating.

Tim says “lI remember my doctor told me, ‘you are probably going to face disability, you may end
up in a wheel chair’ he says. The diagnosis and predictions like that lead to depression and there is that
fear of losing control of your life and losing your dreams.”

Meg says “Garrett stopped flying for a few years, then gradually, as he learned to manage the

symptoms, began the process of returning to the sky.” His desire to fly drove him to go through the proc-
ess of 1000 paper cuts at the Oklahoma City paper mill, and all the medical tests that go with that. It
took a long while but he got a special issuance third class medical.

In 2000 the new drug Copazone came onto the market. “Copazone can be used to slow down
the progression of the disease” says Tim. “The drug therapy helps you stay in control of your life and do
what you want, including following your dreams.”

He built a Zenith Zodiac XL, now based at IHO airport in Missouri. The factory was quite helpful
and building the aircraft became a family affair. Meg says that “As far as Garrett knows, he is the only
person living with MS who has built and is actively flying his own airplane.”

Tim says “I want to inspire other MS patients. | can show people that you don’t have to give up.
| have 340 hours now
and approximately 70%
of that time came after |
was diagnosed with MS.”
Talk about chasing a
dream!

| believe the Lord
gave us flying for self-
discovery, as well as for
the sheer joy it brings.

The way to not get
complacent about fly-
ing is to think what our
life would be without it.
