Miamisburg, OH 
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Waynesville and Urbana airports were visited recently by a Fokker Dr 1 Triplane, a Fokker DVII, 
and a Fokker DVIII aircraft.  They were here for the Dawn Patrol Rendezvous World War I Fly-In held at 
the National Museum of the United States Air Force (its new name) in Dayton.  This fly-in is held every 
few years.  The website is http://www.nationalmuseum.af.mil.  These airplanes were either 7/8th or full 
size replicas of the actual airplanes and had the same good, bad, and sometimes ugly performance char-
acteristics of the originals.  These 3 airplanes flew all the way from Colorado! 

In talking to their pilots I was amazed how, by 1917, the designers had gotten most of the design 
elements of higher performance airplanes right.  This was only 14 years after the Wright Brothers had 
started it all.  Britain’s Lt. Parke had only come up with the correct spin recovery procedure by 1912, just 
5 years previously. 

The war was a terrible laboratory for aerodynamic design improvements, however.  Until these 
later models came out the earlier fighters were famous for shedding wing fabric, or even the wings, espe-
cially in a dive.  Even these 3 models had some crashes from coming apart in the air, but they usually 
came apart from shoddy and rushed construction, not from bad design. 

Parachutes were not worn by the pilots until the war 
was almost over.  Baloon artillery spotters usually got 
parachutes.  The commanding generals, raised as 
officers in the cavalry wars of the 1870’s, thought 
that pilots would jump before doing their duty.  
Therefore, many pilots were lost that didn’t have to 
be.  Especially in the 1915-1917 phase of the war, 
the average time of life for a new pilot on the front 
was about 2 weeks!  Many famous pilots, like the 
Red Baron’s brother Lothar von Richtofen, a high 
scoring ace in his own right, actually got their air-
planes down for crash landings, but were seriously 
wounded doing it. 
At the beginning of the war the airplanes couldn’t do 
much in the way of aerobatics.  The Immelman ma-
neuver, named for German ace Max Immelman, 
could not actually be performed by the airplane he 
flew at that time in 1915.  The maneuver he actually 
performed was more like our present day Chandelle.  
By 1917 the pilots were doing Sportsman-to-
Intermediate level aerobatics while also trying to 
shoot each other down. 
Here is a performance breakdown of the 3 airplanes, 
compared to the allied SPAD that the later French 
aces and American ace Eddie Rickenbacker flew.  
Following that is the performance of the Cessna 152 
(with the bigger engine than the straight C-150) and 
the 150 hp KCAB Citabria for comparison.  I used the 
Citabria instead of the Decathalon because all of the 
WWI airplanes had fixed pitch propellers.

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     These numbers do not tell the whole story.  The Fokker Triplane, the Dr1, was probably the most ma-
neuverable of the lot, but it was so much slower than the enemy fighters.  That means that after the initial 
merge the enemy could get away if they kept their speed up.  The Fokker DVIII was so good it was spe-
cifically listed in the Treaty of Versailles, the treaty that ended WWI, as something the Germans could not 
keep!  The Fokker DVIII, called the “Razor” by the allies, was actually the best of the lot, but it came out 
so late that it did not affect the war.  It did score the last victory, however.  And the DVIII did all that with a 
puny 110 hp engine.  The replica had a 220 hp Stearman engine in it, and I couldn’t  believe the climb rate 
on takeoff!  The DVIII’s fat, curved airfoil was much more efficient than the thin wings of the other fighters.  
The wing was also thick enough to have internal bracing, getting rid of the external struts and wires.  Its 
drag was so much lower than its contemporaries. 

Hmmmmm!  I wonder how it would do in Intermediate……?

 Things are going well for the new aviation instructor organi-
zation, SAFE.  It has been recognized by the FAA and many other 
industry organizations.  I am a Bronze Member and believe in what 
it is trying to accomplish.  In that light I can report to you that the 
bylaws vote has just occurred, and in my reading of those bylaws 

the SAFE mission to make this instructor organization responsive to the members has been realized.  
That was the problem with NAFI, that the members had no input into the running of the organization.   

When the NAFI board was about to vote out the two board members who created the Master 
CFI program, and take the program over, the NAFI membership rose up and said they did not approve 
at all and wanted the action stopped.  The Master CFI program didn’t belong to NAFI.  It was then that 
we all found out that the membership doesn’t have any input whatsoever in board decisions.  The mem-
bership tried working within NAFI, and with the EAA, for almost a year to try to fix these problems, but to 
no avail.  That is why SAFE was formed. 
 As a Master CFI I was not happy with NAFI’s efforts to take over the Master CFI program from 
those who created it.  About that, here is the status of that program, from the SAFE website:  “As a point 
of reference, the two former Board members of the initial organization subsequently formed their own 
company to administer the Master Instructor program – Master Instructors L.L.C. – securing authoriza-
tion through a two-year Letter of Authorization (LOA) from the FAA for the Master Instructor certification 
to also be used as a method of CFI certificate renewal.  SAFE initiated a working relationship with Mas-
ter Instructors L.L.C. through an LOA as well, making the certification process available to SAFE mem-
bers at a discount while still keeping the designation process at the appropriate “arms length” relation-
ship.  SAFE also established formal connections with the FAA Safety Team (FAASTeam – faasa-
fety.gov) by Letter of Understanding (LOU) for the joint promotion of each other’s goals for aviation edu-
cation and safety.” 
 Like I said, SAFE is doing well and moving ahead.
