IAC Proposed Rule Changes and Proposed Knowns for2 010 —

COMMENT PERIOD EXTENDED to DECEMBER 15™!

A number of changes have been proposed to the IAC Contest Rules for 2010. As required by IAC P&P, they are
available for member comment.

Heuer Nominated and Elected Treasurer of IAC

Mike Heuer, long time board member and a past IAC president, was nominated and elected to the post of Treasurer
at an evening board meeting on Wednesday, September 29". Heuer fills the remaining term of Doug Bartlett who
was recently elected IAC president.

Bartlett Nominated and Elected President of IAC

Doug Bartlett was nominated and elected president at an IAC Board of Directors meeting last evening. Doug will fill
the remainder of the term of late President Vicki Cruse, who died tragically in an accident last month at the World
Aerobatic Championships. The term will end at AirVenture 2010.
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When our chapter met for Acro Camp on
October 10" we had in place a “certificate of
waiver or authorization” for the airspace we
were to use at the Union County Airport.
Extending from the surface up to 5000 ft
MSL for one statute mile south of the run-
way it allowed us to temporarily ignore the
FARs that restrict aerobatics below 1500ft or within 4 nm of an airway. It is similar to the waiver that we
have for the contest in June but unlike the contest waiver, which runs only for 4 days, the practice box
waiver is for an entire year.

Where did this waiver come from, who obtained it and is responsible for it, and how do its special pro-
visions work? | confess | was ignorant of such facts till a year ago, in spite of having flown in competition
for 15 years. A waiver was just a paper to scribble a signature on during contest registration. Who ob-
tained it and with what difficulty and personal responsibility was a mystery.

If you want to go up and do some recreational aerobatics in a remote area, outside of controlled air-
space, off the airways and above 1500 ft, you don’t need to worry about waiving regulations. But our
practice for a contest requires “bringing it down” to a point near the airport were one can be seen by a
coach and critiqued. For all but Sportsman and Primary this means being able to get below 1500 ft.

Once my sequence “feels pretty tight” at higher altitude during
early season practice | look forward to practicing at a contest alti-
tude to see if | can hit the safe and proper heights above ground
level. | also need to see if | can keep it within the lateral limits of the
box. Some practice areas may be near an airway, on a towered
airport or in class B or C airspace. So, for all of this we need a
“special dispensation” from the local Flight Standards District Office
(FSDO) to let us ignore the pertinent regulations.

The document the “Fizzdoh” uses to prepare a waiver for a con-
test or practice area is volume 3, chapter 5 of their General Techni-
cal Administration manual. This portion of the handbook covers
“the background for evaluating an application and issuing a waiver
for both types of waivered airspace, including the requirements of
the application process, the issuance of the waiver, and the surveil-
lance of the activity”. It recognizes that competition pilots, airshow

Lorrie and Brian monitor box activity pilots and others need a place where they can do maneuvers not
necessary for normal flight and that the FSDO should be receptive to the establishment of these areas
consistent with safety and efficient use of the national airspace. It also requires that the proponents of a
practice area to be located in the vicinity of an airport coordinate their activity with airport management in
keeping with a “good neighbor policy” and provide a means for addressing potential safety concerns.

The application that | submitted to the Columbus FSDO in late July was under the name of our chapter
and listed me, Gordon Penner and John Sollinger as the responsible parties. The regulations to be waived
were FAR 91.119(c) regarding minimum safe altitudes and 91.303(e) regarding aerobatic flight below 1500
ft. AGL. The renewal was from the first of October to the end of September the following year and from %2
hour after sunrise to ¥z hour before sunset. The activation is by phone with flight service at least 30 min-
utes ahead of time. | included the usual membership list and satellite photo of the area.

One would think that as the box was well established at that location for several years, and that nothing
had changed about the application from year to year, that approval would be rapid and a mere formality.
Not so. The local inspector had a lot of questions about our activities and was not about to rubber stamp
our application. | had to make a personal visit to the FSDO for an interview in front of two inspectors.
Needless to say | had studied the GTA handbook and the special provisions of our waiver carefully before
the visit. Mainly they were curious about the administration of our practice sessions. You might take it for
granted that no one is going to be flying in the box that we don’t know and have not briefed but they at the
FAA have never seen it done. | had to describe in exquisite detail how the “boxmaster” clears each plane
in, watches for traffic and ensures that two planes are never in the box at the same time.

Some new requirements were added to the special provisions. These seem a little onerous at first but
they represent good practice and bring us closer into conformance with the IAC guidelines for chapter
practice days. First, the responsible person running a box has to ensure that the pilots and aircraft are
properly certificated. Basically, when you come to fly in the box you are going to have to have documents
similar to what you have for contest registration. It's probably a good idea to copy all that stuff when the
snow melts and get used to carrying it with you all the time. Second, the boxmaster has to keep a log of
pilots and aircraft and the date and time they flew that the FAA can request at any time.

Soon we will be making up a calendar of events for 2010. | hope to include several chapter practice
days on weekends leading up to the contest in June. If you come for one of these practice sessions and
sign the waiver to fly, please pay particular attention to item #13 in the special provisions. Your fellow
chapter members who are listed on the waiver are “re  sponsible for halting or cancelling activity in

the aerobatic practice
area if, at any time, the
safety of persons or
property on the ground
or in the air is in jeop-
ardy or if there is a fail-
ure to comply with the
terms or conditions...”.
Gordon, John and |
are personally liable to
the FAA for what goes on
in this little piece of air-
space that has been
carved out for us. If we
seem a tad picky about
your documents and a bit
anxious about keeping
the box log, go easy on
us. There is a lot of
work behind the scenes
and personal risk in-

volved in getting you
“cleared into the box”.
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Q What our members are building:

CORTRICTION Andy Schechter’s Pitts Project
—

One of our IAC34 members, Andy Schechter, is building a single seat Pitts Special called an S1-TX. Andy is a hewer
member of Chapter 34 who competed in his first contests this year. He flies an S-2B that he shares with Tico Lacerda in the
Intermediate category. He and Tico went right to Intermediate with no other prior experience. He is struggling but having fun,
and has actually done well on some of the individual flights. | am getting the impression that he is working on the structure of
the aircraft but nothing has been covered as yet. He is putting together a lot of neat features that are noteworthy.

From the designation you can see that it has a “T” model fuselage, which is basically the same as an “S” except that it
is wider at the fire wall to accommodate the bigger angle valve engine.

The horizontal tail is not the standard curved unit. Andy has a squared off horizontal tail from Steve Wolf that is remi-
niscent of the S2-C. There are no balance tabs but there is a servo tab to assist in reducing elevator forces. The vertical tail is
also squared up with more surface area than normal.

The landing gear is what | am planning to do with my S-1 project. The engine mount has RV-4 gear welded onto it.
Andy is doing this landing gear set-up also through Steve Wolf

The engine will be 10-360 angle valve engine with 200 hp. Instead of a constant speed prop as in the “T” model, Andy
will use a Steve Hill Twisted Composite fixed pitch propeller. It is carbon fiber throughout with no wood core.

One of the things that have always bugged me about the standard canopy setup on most S-1's is that front edge of the
sliding canopy stick out over the cockpit when in the open position. | think that could make it harder to bail out if you needed to.
To fight this Andy has put on extended length 26” canopy rails. He has also tipped back the forward edge of the turtledeck so
that it doesn't force the head forward when in the seated position. He is also installing a flat windshield.

One of the big stories is the wing. It is a Raven wing. The ailerons are the
Super Stinker type that you find on the S2-C, and they have been extended one bay
inward. That makes them 3-hinge ailerons instead of 2-hinge ailerons. The other side
benefit of this arrangement is that the slave strut between the upper and lower ailerons
is behind the interplane strut. Andy got the last set of fully made Raven wings. | gota
nice Raven wing kit that has fully built ribs but | have to build the rest, and unlike the
Steen Aero Lab wing kit the Raven Spars fit into the Raven ribs!

I hope you have enjoyed your tour through Andy’s project. For those of you in
a project, or thinking of one, here is another person you can ask.
