(Air show Competency Evaluator) for an air show competency check.
We met at Marysville and the aerobatic box was opened. Beforehand
| studied the 'Ace Manual' which was available on-line and worked up
and practiced my air show sequence.

The checkout consisted of a couple hours of 'Practical
C$D Ground Evaluation'. Curt made sure | had an acceptable knowledge

of aerodynamics, density altitude, weather, and human actors on performance (stress, hy-
dration, G-tolerance, etc.) among other concepts.

After a break, it was time to perform the 'Practical Flight Standards Evaluation' which
consisted of performing a series of aerobatic maneuvers from the ACE checklist for 'high
performance sport aerobatics'. There are different standards for low performance aircratft,
formation flying, etc. Once Curt was satisfied with that flight, | then flew my air show se-
guence as well.

The ACE has the option of granting an 800' or 500" waiver the first time and Curt sighed
the paperwork for a 500" waiver in my case. | then had to join the ICAS (International Coun-
cil of Air Shows) and make sure my paperwork got to the FAA who issues the actual
'‘Aerobatic Competency Card' showing your waiver and in what airplane. A new check out
and wavier would be necessary should you wish to switch airplanes. | rushed the paper-
work through as | was ok’d to fly in the 'Wings of Freedom' air show in Middletown if | could
get my card in time. Next time I'll talk about my first air show and what I learned. In the
meantime, if you are looking for an ACE for an evaluation, I highly recommend Curt. He
can be reached at 614-571-4769.

Col. Greg Kuehner (Ret.) - Sportsman Pitts Pilot

(Gordon Penner—I have asked Greg Kuehner and other military pilots to outline for me military aerobatic
training. As an aerobatic instructor | wanted to know what maneuvers they did, and if their terminology was
different than our civilian terminology. Greg not only helped me with that, but also thought about how mili-
tary pilot training changed during his tenure. The basic training he got in the early 60's was much more
well-rounded than what he was required to teach in the later 60’s when he became an instructor pilot, or IP.
Later, he feels that the lack of basic “aircraft handling” (his words) unnecessarily caused the Slingsby T-3
training accidents and the eventual junking of the whole T-3 program. In a way it sounds like what hap-
pened to civilian training once spins were no longer required. The Air Force later destroyed those perfectly
good airplanes, including their I0-540 engines. Disgusting. Here is part 2 of the article. There will be more
