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Getting the CFI and/or Giving Aerobatic Instruction  –  An Overview

Due to giving FAA Safety Seminars, mostly about spins, and due to giving a lot of instruction in different ar-
eas, such as tailwheel and glider as well as aerobatics, I get asked a lot about what it takes to get the CFI rating.  
People are usually looking for a big – picture view of the rating when they ask me about it, so here it is. 

The CFI rating is actually not that hard to get.  The practical test is mostly the oral.  The CFI book, that I will 
discuss later, will take care of most of that.  If you can fly well enough to get the Commercial you are more than good 
enough for the CFI.  It doesn’t take that much more to do the same maneuvers from the right seat, or back seat.  
You just have to talk while you are doing it.  Most of you as Private. Recreational, or Commercial pilots are already 
doing a good job of explaining what is going on during your pleasure flights with a rider on board.   

A CFI rating is not needed to teach aerobatics.  I know, that is kind of a mind bender.  That sounds like not 
needing a CFII to teach instruments, but it is true.  Since there is no FAA aerobatic license, or even an aerobatic en-
dorsement – except for the spin endorsement – a very aerobatically savvy Private or Recreational pilot could instruct 
someone in aerobatics.  There will have to be a conversation about who is PIC and when.  Who is the PIC will de-
pend on if it is your airplane, theirs, or a third parties.  There are also insurance questions that I cannot answer in 
this article.   

Be very careful about what airplanes you will give aerobatic instruction in.  It must be an airplane you have 
been through the maneuvers in, so you know what areas to avoid and how to avoid exceeding any aircraft limits.  
Make sure you check the aircraft manual to see if there are any maneuvers that are prohibited.  Be real careful about 
giving aerobatic instruction in someone else’s experimental aircraft until you feel very, very good about its mechani-
cal soundness.  When it comes to aerobatic training our policy is that the students are not allowed to use the yellow 
arc on the airspeed gauge.  Only the instructor is allowed to use it.  It is real easy to over - G the airplane in the yel-
low arc if the controls are misused.  If the maneuver is heading to the yellow arc it is time to take over control of the 
aircraft.   

I suggest that you be fully rated in the airplane, like Airplane, Single Engine Land, with the appropriate tail-
wheel endorsement or high performance endorsement if needed.  DO NOT do aerobatics in an airplane not rated for 
them.  Wear your parachutes (91.307).  Know the aerobatic regulation – 91.303, and fly high! 

Master CFI – LLC, who administers the Master CFI program, also has CFI – Aerobatic and a FI – Aerobatic 
designations.  The CFI – Aerobatic designation is for CFI’s who want to go to a level of instructional excellence in 
aerobatics while not having to do all the Continuing Education Units (CEU’s) for the full Master CFI program.  The FI 
– Aerobatic designation is for non – CFI’s who are excellent aerobatic pilots, and who would also make excellent 
aerobatic teachers.  The items in these designations are an industry suggested way to achieve a standard of excel-
lence just in this narrow specialized area of aerobatics.  The Master CFI – LLC website at www.MasterInstructor.org 
is the place to go for info on these designations. 

The non-CFI couldn’t sign the logbook like a CFI, but making a logbook entry can be a good idea to com-
memorate the flight and account for what was covered, 
using it for a student progress log.  Aerobatic time should 
be logged for insurance purposes.  The only flight time 
needed to show currency is required, so how you handle 
the logbook is up to you. 

Now we come to a sticking point – the Instrument rating.  
You have to have a Commercial License and an Instru-
ment rating to get a CFI ticket in airplanes.  There are 
many people, like my wife for example, that would rather 
catch diphtheria than get an Instrument rating.  Glider 
CFI’s and Sport Pilot CFI’s do not require an instrument 
rating. 

Brand new CFI's are not allowed to teach a CFI candidate 
by regulation.  They must be experienced.  They have to 
have been an instructor for 24 months and have 200 hours 
of instruction given in airplanes, or 80 hours of instruction 
given in gliders.

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            The Emergency Maneuver Training (EMT) or aerobatic - type training will put you way ahead of most CFI's when 
it comes to teaching aerodynamics, controllability, stability, and weight and balance (which heavily affects all 3), as well 
as stall and spin awareness.  I never teach weight and balance by itself.  I always teach it in concert with stability and 
controllability.  

There are 4 levels of learning.  They are 4) Rote memorization 3) Understanding 2) Application (or Skill to Apply) 
1) Correlation.  Think of the 4 levels of learning as a ladder, with Rote at the bottom and Correlation at the top.  The in-
structor, as well as the student themselves, should always be trying to get to the top of the ladder.  Unfortunately, on 
most of our harder subjects, as mentioned above, most pilots are only at the rote level.  After getting their rating they 
usually don't get any better.  

It is up to the CFI to get themselves to a higher level, and to bring their students up there as well.  It is not that 
hard.  If you keep asking yourself the question of what level you are on concerning a particular subject, you will readily 
seek out someone like me if you don't feel you are where you are supposed to be.  I also point out these levels to the 
students so they begin asking themselves if they are high enough up the ladder on a subject, and if not to seek out 
someone who can help them up there.  Do it one subject at a time, so you can divide and conquer. You don't eat a 
Thanksgiving meal in one bite! 

Two ways to think of Correlation is a) It is where you can use elements of previous knowledge to learn some-
thing new.  For example, some things you learned from driving a car or motorcycle can be applied to learning to fly. b) 
Application is knowing what  to do.  Correlation is knowing when  to do it, and when not to. 

Traditionally, the above subjects, plus airspace and regs are the weak areas for the aviation system, and for 
CFI's in general.  40% of all busts during check rides are on airspace.  CFI’s don't teach the why  of the airspace system, 
which helps it all make sense. They teach memorization, and while it is a helpful tool in the beginning, is not true under-
standing. 

I cannot stress enough that you should not go right into the details of a subject.  You should begin with a short, 2 
minute, big picture view of the subject, and why it is important.  This is also a way you can monitor yourself on your posi-
tion on the "4 Levels of Learning" ladder. If you personally do not have a short, 2 minute, quick and dirty overview on a 
subject, and why it is important, you might need to dive into the subject again until you do have that personal big picture 
overview.  Always give this overview first, so the student has a "framework" upon which to hang the later details of the 
subject. 

Airspace must also be taught in conjunction with map reading, because airspace knowledge must be applied to 
the real world.  That is also how the examiner will determine the ability to apply airspace knowledge during the oral. 

The examiner will pull out a sectional and start asking airspace questions.  I suggest that right now you aquire a 
San Francisco sectional map, and keep it forever.  All of the airspaces are represented on it, including the class E 
boundaries around an airway and the places where class E starts at 14,500 feet.  Both of these things are indicated by 
fuzzy blue boundaries.  There are no fuzzy blue boundaries east of the Rockies, however.  What most don't understand 
is that the whole country from the Rockies east is surrounded by fuzzy blue.  That is why you never see them on a sec-
tional east of the Rockies.  The SFO sectional also has all of the B - E airspaces represented. 

Start making a CFI book.  Start now.  The earlier you start the easier it is make.  Take the Commercial PTS and 
make a lesson plan for each item.  Don’t be scared by the words “lesson plan.”  A lesson plan is simply a list of the de-
tails you want to cover on that particular subject.  Start with your 
big picture view of that subject, then  go into the details.  The 
lesson plan will end with "Completion Standards."  Normally, the 
completion standards will just be whatever the PTS has listed for 
that particular subject or maneuver.  You won't need to have a 
separate CFI book for the Private or Recreational.  Just use the 
Commercial lesson plans, but have the completion standards 
required for each license listed if there is a difference. 

Now, remember what I said about the weakness of the 
aviation system in general, and our CFI's in particular.  And we 
all know instructors are really weak on spins.  They teach a lot of 
things by rote and then stop there. 

For those of you thinking down these lines I hope this 
gives you a good starting point.

Notice Number: NOTC2373   Runway Crossing Procedure Change 

Beginning June 30, 2010  , controllers will be required to issue explicit instructions to cross or hold short of each 
runway that intersects a taxi route. "Taxi to" will no longer be used when issuing taxi instructions to an as-
signed take-off runway. Instructions to cross a runway will be issued one a t a time . Instructions to cross mul-
tiple runways will not be issued. An aircraft or vehicle must have crossed the previous runway before another run-
way crossing is issued. This applies to any runway, including inactive or closed runways.  
Changes will also be made to the Aeronautical Infor mation Manual (AIM) and AIP to reflect the new proce-
dures. Never cross a hold line without explicit ATC instructions . If in doubt ASK!  
Reminder : You may not enter a runway unless you have been: instructed to cross that specific runway; cleared 
to take off from that runway; or instructed to position and hold on that specific runway.
