The deadline for the submission of Known/Q sequence proposals for the 2011 competition year has
now passed. Five countries submitted proposals to CIVA.

These proposals will be considered at the upcoming CIVA plenary meeting in Oberhausen, Germany on
6-7 November 2010. Delegates will also review the various recommendations submitted by CIVA Known/Q
Analysis Working Groups which are made up of respected pilots in the sport.

Known sequences will be chosen for Advanced Power, Unlimited Power, YAK 52, Glider Advanced, and
Glider Unlimited.

One of our finer aviation writers of the joy of flight, Lane Wallace of Flying Magazine, wrote an arti-
cle in her column “Flying Lessons” called “A Tale of Two Dinners” in April, 2010. In it she describes two
aviation awards dinners. One was a Hollywood black tie event. The other was EAA Chapter 633's
awards dinner. It becomes clear that she unexpectedly found the EAA awards dinner affected her more
deeply, and here is why.

Among the awards given that night were certificates for the pilots that had built and flown a home-
built aircraft in the past year. The certificate read:

“Be it known that on the __ day of the month, Two Thousand Nine, that
did, of his/her own free will and accord, intentionally and wantonly take to
flight for the first time aircraft, Number , an aircraft constructed
by his/her own hands.”

Lane Wallace says “....But
who struck me most at the
EAA dinner was an
awardee by the name of
Bruce Cruikshank. A vet-
eran Marine Corps pilot,
he’s built three airplanes,
flies and supports Young
Eagles flights, and serves
as the chapter’s secretary.
That alone is a volunteer
effort worth recognizing.
But what caught my atten-
tion were the Canadian
crutches Bruce had to use
to walk to the podium to
collect his certificate.”

“‘Why the crutches?’ |
asked Bob Cowen, sitting
next to me.”

“‘He was doing a

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controller (FAC) in Vietnam and got his legs blown off by a land mine,” Bob answered. ‘He’s designed
special legs for flying, and works on his airplanes without his legs sometimes. But he's a huge supporter
of the Young Eagles program.’”

“l looked at Bruce, smiling as he got his certificate, stiff-legging his way back to his seat, and a mil-
lion thoughts went through my mind. How huge an effort every day must be for him — and must have
been for the past 40 years. Just getting out of bed in the morning. How much he’d lost; the horror he'd
endured. How so many veterans in his position had ended up spiraling down into depression, alcohol and
drugs. How I'd gotten a letter from one, after writing about a posthumous Distinguished Flying Cross
ceremony for a Navy pilot, thanking me for acknowledging the sacrifice and suffering of the pilot’'s widow,
noting how many spouses of Vietnam veterans paid a staggering price for their husbands’ emotional and
physical scars. | asked about Bruce’s personal life and discovered that he’d been happily married to the
same woman for 33 years.”

“God bless.”

“Bruce was back in the cockpit flying a scant two years after he came home from Vietnam. He's
personally designed a whole series of different flying-oriented prostheses, and I'm told he ‘rows’ his air-
plane into his hangar with a tow bar, sitting on the floor without his legs, because it's easier that way.”

Like Lane, | was moved by Bruce Cruikshank’s inspiring story. As Lane says about Bruce, “...His
contributions weren’t on a big screen, and they didn’t come with such a fanfare. But just by going through
his life the way he has — by showing kids that even losing your legs doesn’t have to keep you from living,
by still finding enough joy in life and flight to want to share it with others, by setting an example of what it
is to pick yourself up from a calamitous blow and go on to make something meaningful and worthy of your
life...” Well said.

In the end, this story brings up two things in me. First is that we must never forget those who
served, no matter what our politics. But most of all I like that aviation is one of the things people can use
as a vehicle for overcoming adversity, and for finding joy. Searching for joy is the main thing . Driving
away from something only takes you so far. We all need something to go towards.

| really like the fact that aviation seems to attract such people as Bruce Cruikshank. And he is just
one of many. They are all around us if we look.

The next time you fly, feel the flight. It doesn’t matter if you are just a brand new pilot. Less than
2% of the world’s population gets to do what we do. Don't ever forget that.

The secret behind the success of top aerobatic pilots can be summed up in three vetices:greactice,
practice! Defining a goal, outlining a plan, repeating maneuvers over andgaiaruntil they become
instinctive, until sequences flow seamlessly, precisely--such is the coramiof many involved in
competitive aerobatics. But instinctive responses--tailored to the situatiomw, Inppeactice--are also
important for those unusual events that occasionally sneak into otherwise flawlessaeces.

Proficiency in aerobatics should not only include practicing sequences ofiveasiebut also should in-
clude routinely reviewing emergency procedures. This is true espetitily laeginning of the aerobatic
season and any time you're adding new maneuvers to your repertoire. Hernaneafory aids that
might come in handy during your aerobatic training:

Emergency Egress

THREE H's - Handle, Headset, HarneSsab the emergency Handle (it's often red, or should be) and
jettison the door or canopy (Note: Decathlons and Citabrias have a retainihgtpimust be removed
first to unlock the handle. Although you generally pull the handle, in some Citabriastibenpushed).
Remove your Headset and drop it to the side (If you're wearing a helmet, dddbengeadset cord
from the airplane). Undo your Harness and move the loose ends away from your bt &xplane
head first. As soon as you're clear of the airplane, LOOK at the rip cord Itred@-shaped ring),
GRAB it ith both hands, and PULL!

In-Flight Pre-Aerobatic Checks
FOUR A's - Altitude, Articles, Aircraft, Airspac®e sure you have enough Altitude to begin. Factor in
the maneuvers to be flown, your current level of proficiency and physical comlifj@mid an adequate
safety factor. Verify that all loose Articles are secure--thisushes windows, doors, canopies, and occu
pants! Verify that the Aircraft is configured properly--mixture,tsives, engine instruments, carburetor
heat/alternate air, flaps. Clear the Airspace for other traffic and mai&easu're complying either with
the provisions of FAR 91.303 or a waiver for the area.

Unusual Attitudes

RELAX: Most unusual attitudes in the aerobatic environment are pilot-induced. TryingedHerair-
plane to fly without enough energy, or with misapplied controls, or both can quickly leachedaer+
tent stall/spin or inverted attitude. The airplane will usually return to a nayreal flight mode by sim-

ply relaxing your grip on the controls--even letting go--when a maneusegbes sour.

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Even experienced pilots would be hard pressed to save a botched maneuver. If itth ttaipbabably a zerg
anyway. Why compound matters by transitioning into an unusual attitude? Aberetihast maneuvers earl
instead. You'll regain control faster and you'll have more options available/afds.

Inadvertent Spin

PARE® (pronounced "pair"): So, you just couldn't find it within yourself to abort that botcheduwar, or to
relax your grip on the controls and let the airplane sort it out for you. You're sudgéamiyng when you
shouldn't be. What now? Power--Off; Ailerons--Neutral; Rudder--Full Oppasttestdirection of Yaw; Ele-
vator--Move toward Neutral. Closing the throttle as soon as the airplaneatatitsg significantly reduces
the speed and fury with which some high performance aerobatic airplanes camndepa aggravated spin.

If you're flying a Pitts- or Eagle-type mount and you're implementiag3eggs method, you must still remo
the power and apply rudder fully opposite to the direction of yaw.

These two actions definitely require "hands-on" action by the pil
Observe the stick to make sure that it does, indeed, then move
neutral (ailerons and elevator)--usually within 1/2- to 3/4-turn aft
full opposite rudder. If not, be prepared to manually position the
stick neutral.

Whether you perform the four basic recovery actions yourself, g
vide the actions a-la the Beggs method, the PARE acronym allg
you to follow a systematic check of anti-spin control positions.

Inverted Attitudes

Power--Push--Rallin the aerobatic environment, if you find your-
self upside down when you shouldn't be, reduce the Power
(especially if you're descending). Apply a slight Push on the ele
to reduce the positive g-load and to retard the rate at which the
may be falling through the horizon. Apply full aileron, followed b
coordinated rudder, to Roll the airplane upright. Avoid pulling wi
you're rolling--roll upright first, in a low-g environment, then recg
the pitch attitude.

Speed--Spot--Set-ujistablish best glide Speed without delay. Select and head toward a suitdiolg #pot.
If time and altitude permit, Set-up for the landing by configuring the airplece@ing to the operating hand
book. If you're landing off-airport, don't forget to prepare the airplane soayoget out of it once it's on the
ground. Consider opening or even jettisoning the door or canopy prior to landing.

When preparing for an aerobatic flight, tuck these or similar strategasia the back of your mind just in
case. Better yet, why not make it a habit to practice emergency procedoegs a while? A couple of hours
of dual instruction might be a wise investment if you're feeling a bit rusty, eosate!
