We currently have 52 dues paying members and although 
we will probably never get to the membership number in the Hadden hey-
day we could certainly capture more of the 100 or so IAC members in the 
state.  Careful budgeting of the expenses during the contest and judges 
school has put our treasury is at all-time high, allowing us to fund an aero-
batic scholarship which will introduce new people to the sport and  build up 
our flying membership.

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We can afford to upgrade our contest equipment so we have plenty of well-maintained canopies, 
chairs etc. to present to our fellow competitors when they come to visit our state.  We have an 
experienced board of directors who are cross trained in the various roles so that we can have in-
teresting and exciting meetings each month. 
 
The chapter has developed a close working cooperative relationship with three airports that each 
have a waivered aerobatic box (Waynesville, Marysville and Bellefontaine).  Our primary contest 
and practice location (Marysville) has an airport authority and FBO eager to have us continue 
and upgrade our chapter activities there.  (They basically shut down their maintenance operation 
for three days each June just so we can have our contest.)  We have a secondary practice loca-
tion at Bellefontaine where FBO and chapter member Steve Buchenroth is eager to have us run 
a second contest next year.  Our yearly Judge's school attracts the superb talents of Greg Dun-
gan as instructor.  He trains new judges and helps to maintain the currency of our pool of judges 
in the Mid-America region so critical for running a successful contest. 
 
All in all it's exciting time to take a leadership position for the chapter.  I would urge all of the 
members reading this newsletter to look at the calendar for 2011 and see if there isn't a monthly 
meeting they can assist in.  I need chapter members to "take ownership" of running the monthly 
meetings.  For instance, I'm hoping that Greg Kuehner will host us again at the Air Force Mu-
seum for the January meeting.  Jamie Poppe and Brian Cooper are already working on the 
judges school at Purdue in February.  I'm looking at having an FAA safety seminar with a joint 
meeting of IAC 34 and EAA 9 at Marysville in March or April.  I could use help with the Acro 
camps in May and October as well as practice days in May and June.  We still don't have any-
thing for September other than getting together at MERFI, which as you know, has generally not 
panned out, so are considering hosting an FAA seminar in that month.

     Initial planning of the new contest includes a fun and casual atmosphere.  It will differ from the 
Ohio Aerobatic Open with a smaller budget which will still allow for awards (possibly medals 
rather than wall plaque type trophies) and a souvenir of the event (baseball caps or key chains 
rather than T-shirts). The contest date has not been announced at this time.  Further coordination 
on setting the date will take place with the Bellefontaine FBO.

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“Badge of Honor:  100 Missions Up North”

As a kid one of my favorite airplanes was the Re-
public F-105 Thunderchief.  As I grew older I read 
all the stories I could find about the men and the 
missions of the aircraft in North Vietnam.  The re-
cently renamed National Museum of the United 
States Air Force in Dayton now has a new exhibit 
detailing those heroic USAF pilots and crewmem-
bers, in all the different airplanes, who flew 100 mis-
sions over North Vietnam during Operation “Rolling 
Thunder.” 
 The following was published in a recent edition of the “Friends Journal” (published by the Air 
Force Museum Foundation), “In April (2010), a new exhibit dedicated to those who participated in the air-
war in Southeast Asia opened in the Modern Flight Gallery.  The exhibit honors those who flew early in 
the war when flying 100 missions “Up North” (meaning North Vietnam) during OPERATION ROLLING 
THUNDER counted towards completing a tour.  Reaching this mark was no easy task.  Those flying over 
North Vietnam faced a deadly combination of MiG fighters, SA-2 surface-to-air missiles (SAMs), an un-
precedented concentration of anti-aircraft artillery, and automatic weapons.” 

“The 100 mission policy changed as ROLLING THUNDER began winding down.  On March 31, 
1968, President Johnson ended all bombing north of the 19th parallel.  Aircrews arriving in theatre on July 
1 or later served a one year tour, regardless of where or how many missions they flew.  In October, 
ROLLING THUNDER had ended, curtailing major USAF operations over the North until the start of OP-
ERATION LINEBACKER in 1972.” 
          The Vietnam War officially began in November of 1964.  The first USAF strike in North Vietnam 
occurred in February of 1965.  The first Navy strikes were at approximately the same time.  As you can 
see above “Rolling Thunder” lasted 3 years.   

President Johnson and Sec. of Defense Macnamara created “Rolling Thunder” to bring the North 
Vietnamese to the bargaining table without total bombing.  They thought that by bombing at a lower level, 
and by bombing lesser targets, they would demonstrate what we could do if we discontinued our re-
straint.  Johnson and Macnamara were also petrified of China or Russia coming into the war, like the Chi-
nese did in Korea.  It was well known that Russian pilots also flew against our Sabres in Korea.  Bombing 
at a lower level was thought to be a way to keep them from interfering.   

Ultimately the policy failed.  “Rolling Thunder” went on 
and on, and instead of being cowed the North Viet-
namese used the time wisely.  The had been hard-
ened by time under the Japanese.  Johnson and 
Macnamara kept most of the best targets off limits.  
The Russians and Chinese entered the war clandes-
tinely by supplying the North Vietnamese.  The North 
Vietnamese took these supplies and created an air 
defense network even more dangerous than that over 
Berlin in WWII.  Over half of the production run of the 

F-105 aircraft did not make it back.  Getting through 100 missions “Up North’ was no easy feat.  No mat-
ter what our individual politics, we must all take our hats off to those who braved that kind of fire.  
          Our very own Greg Kuehner, who now flies a Pitts S2-B, flew the F-4 in Viet Nam, even to the 
point of getting shot down once, ejecting, and getting rescued.  Now there’s some adrenaline!  He now 
competes in Sportsman and sometimes works with the Museum.  Greg has been a great guide for us in 
the past at the museum and we will look forward to having us guide us around again in January.

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           On October 8th and 9th, , this year, I attended the “Mason-Dixon Clash” in Farmville , VA 
hosted by IAC Chapter 19.  Chapter 19 also has a spring contest in late April in Lumberton , NC 
known as the “Carolina Boogie.” (Interestingly enough, in the event you have not heard, our 
own Chapter 34 has been gathering information in consideration of an October contest at Belle-
fontaine , Ohio .) 
 
            The Mason-Dixon Clash, like the Ohio Open, is a Friday/Saturday Contest with Sunday 
left open for a rain day.  The weather was perfect with severe clear skies, light winds and tem-
peratures in the 70’s.  Turnout was a bit light with about 20 pilots.  Two in Unlimited, four in Ad-
vanced, five or six in Intermediate and Sportsman and two in Primary.  There was a three judge 
line (not enough judges for a five judge line) and at least one pilot had to move down a cate-
gory so that three judges were available for all flights.  
 
            Most pilots were from the East Central portion of the country.  The only familiar Ohio  
Contest faces were Hella Comat, Rob Bond, Steve Grohsmeyer and chief judge Greg  
Dungan.  Steve, as in Ohio several times before, was the overall contest champion.  
             
           Because of the excellent weather and relatively small number of competitors, the contest 
was finished by about noon on Saturday.  The contest banquet was held Saturday night but 
many of the pilots, me included, left for home and I suspect the contest banquet was rather 
poorly attended. 
             
           Chapter 19 has had its issues, as we have, with airports unwilling to accommodate aero-
batic activities and contests.  Farmville, like Bellefontaine, is in a rural part of the state away 
from downtown and the community seemed glad to have us.  In addition, Saturday morning 
was a Young Eagles ride day and what I feared could turn into a mess actually went rather 
smoothly.  Proper communication and pilot briefing among the contest participants and the 
Young Eagles is to be credited for the smooth operation of both events at the same time at the 
same airport. 
 
            Because of the smaller nature of this contest (I believe the main contest for Chapter 19 
is considered the Carolina Boogie in Lumberton ) organization seemed simplified.  There were

The Olean ,NY contest, I believe will hold their 
event the weekend before ours in June this year which I think will detract a bit from both con-
tests.  We will see where it goes, but I think there should be decent demand for a contest in Ohio 
in October .

IAC COMPETITION FUEL WAIVER 
For IAC competition pilots and others interested in seeing it, here is the new exemption for the 10 minute 
fuel reserve and the authority not to fly with the aircraft flight manual in an IAC sanctioned contest.  The 
document is posted on our IAC34 website on the cont est page:

For clarity:   
1.       This exemption doesn’t specifically mention the 10 minute fuel reserve, but it does state: “…allow 
members to participate in IAC events without meeting the fuel requirements for VFR and 91.9(b)…”  Which 
means the same thing. 
2.       Condition 4 states: All flights must takeoff and land from the same airport with the appropriate aircraft 
flight manual readily available at that airport before and after landing.”  This means that during events/
practice aircraft can fly without the flight manual only if it is at the event airport. 
3.       You must also note that because the last exemption (5745) expired the FAA could not issue the new 
exemption with the same number, so this new one has exemption number 10159 and carries an expiration 
date of November 30, 2012. 
4.       Besides letting your Board know this came in, you should also inform all IAC chapters that they 
should remove the old exemption from their files/aircraft and replace it with this new one.   
I think that covers everything we were looking for.   This was turned around by the FAA very quickly.
